Professional Development in Education:
Creation of New GME Programs
My career transition from VA to Legacy Health was motivated by the opportunity to create new graduate medical education residency programs.  Legacy Health, a 7 hospital system has 3 hospitals that are GME naïve and qualify for CMS funding as new sites.  I am engaging physicians, nurses, and administration in developing new residency programs at these sites.  This involves new collaborations with medical schools as well and partnership with non-physician health care professionals in order to facilitate Interprofessional educational opportunities.  We were granted continued ACGME accreditation for a 12-12-12 internal medicine residency for Legacy Salmon Creek.  We enrolled our first group of residents in July 2022.

Collaborative Relationships Across Health Systems
I created a new academic affiliation between VA Portland Health Care System an AOA-accredited (now ACGME-accredited) program in Lebanon, OR, Samaritan Health Services (SHS).  With 60% of Oregon’s physicians practicing in metropolitan areas, this residency program is dedicated to training physicians in rural areas, thereby increasing the likelihood of physician expansion for the medically underserved population in Oregon. While the clear advantage to training residents in a rural area is that they are likely to stay and practice in that area, there are disadvantages.  One of the disadvantages is that the training opportunities are limited.  I collaborated with SHS medical education leadership to provide medical intensive care unit rotations for their internal medicine, family medicine, and transitional year residents. The affiliation was in place from 2010-2018.  Since then, the SHS residents have increased their affiliation with my present institution at Legacy Health. 

Development of Simulation Education
With the assistance of one of the pulmonary fellows, I developed a training workshop for central line placement for medicine residents and pulmonary and critical care fellows. The training included a video, a pre-test, a post-test, and a hands-on didactic on a mannequin designed for central line placement. Last year, VA contracted with a company to provide an “off-the-shelf” didactic that came with free task trainers and an ultrasound. As of Summer 2014 we had started using this package to train PCCM, CCM, and Cardiology fellows in central line placement. Our training includes ultrasound-guided internal jugular vein and axillary vein cannulation as well as blind subclavian cannulation. 

Collaborating with my emergency medicine colleague, Dr. Jim Bryan, we sponsored a difficult airway workshop for fellows, consisting of a short lecture followed by intensive practice at 4 different workstations to help fellows understand the difficult airway algorithm and when to implement it (including calling for help). 

I served as Simulation champion for the VA. I worked with our Simulation coordinator to create multiprofessional scenarios based on patient safety issues and other events identified in the medical center. We used a wireless mannequin, software, and nurse managers with a great deal of interest and expertise in simulation.

Continuing Medical Education
When COVID-19 hit our neighbors in Seattle, I led the Oregon Chapter of the Society of Critical Care Medicine in establishing an online educational platform to keep our multiprofessional healthcare providers up to date on topics related to COVID-19.  Additionally, I coordinated, administered, and taught in a 22 hour online educational conference with nearly 200 attendees made up of 38% nurses, 10% respiratory therapists, 15% pharmacists, 35% physicians and advanced practice providers, and 2% other. We addressed topics in critical care, resource allocation during crises, diversity, communication, and hot topics in COVID-19.

In my leadership role at Legacy Health, I oversee our system’s CME efforts.  We have repeatedly achieved accreditation with commendation from ACCME during my tenure and continue to be a “large” (as classified by the accreditor) CME program, providing 109 courses, 982 regularly scheduled series, and a total of 1,358 credit hours 2023.
